Useful Tips

1. Condensation will appear on the oven door for some foods and then
disappear. This is normal.

2. Cook food immediately after defrosting.

3. Frozen foods and thick meat will take longer to cook.

4. When defrosting, do not place food in layers-place as a single layer on
Baking pan.

5. Avoid opening the Oven Door too frequently to prevent heat loss.

6. When toasting, frozen bread or many slices should be at a darker setting
than 1 regular slice.

7. When broiling, smoke will likely appear. Removing excess fat prior to
broiling can reduce this. Always use Baking pan.

. Care and Cleaning

1. Before using your Toaster Oven/Air-fryer, wash all of the accessories-
Baking Pan, Frying Basket, Crump Tray, in hot water with detergent or soap.

2. Initial state up operation may result in minimal smell and smoke about
15 min. This is normal. It is due to the protective substance on heating
elements which protects them from salt effects during shipping from
factory.

3. Always make sure that the appliance is unplugged and allow to cool
before cleaning

4. The Baking Pan, Frying Basket, Crump Tray can be removed for easy
cleaning.

Open the Oven Door and pull the Baking Pan/Frying Basket straight
towards you until it slides out completely.

Take the Crump tray front edge and tile upper and pull it out from the
oven chamber. Pour the food leaving from the Baking Pan/Frying Basket
and clean it.

Once the Baking Pan/Frying Basket is removed, clean the oven chamber
with a damp cloth.

To replace the Baking Pan/Frying Basket , open Oven Door and tilt upward

slightly and slide the pan into the two rack grooves at either side of the
oven chamber and push straight to the back of the chamber.

To insert the Baking Pan/Frying Basket into oven chamber, place the end
of crump tray below the lower heating elements and slice it into the oven
gently, until the crump tray come into the oven chamber entirely.

The exterior may be wiped with a damp cloth.




NOTE-Always monitor the food at this setting to ensure that you are not
over cooking.

. Broiling-Top Brown

1. Place the food on the Baking pan and then place the pan in the oven.
Close the oven door.

2. Rotate the Temperature Knob to the desired temperature.

3. Rotate the Function Knob to“Broil”

4. The Timer Knob is the on/off switch. Set the timer to desired cooking
time (up to 60 minutes.)

When the cooking cycle is finished the bell will ring and the electrical
power is automatically turned off.

To stop the cycle at any time, turn the timer counter clock wise to “off”
position and the bell will ring.

CAUTION: In this cycle only the upper heating elements operate and glow
red/ orange, and the top convection fan will work in low speed.

NOTE-Always monitor the food at this setting to ensure that you are not
over cooking.

When broiling turn food oven cooking.

For Top Browning simply broil as long as desired. Do not allow the
aluminum foil to touch the heating elements.

Do not preheat.

Warm
1. Place the food on the Baking pan and then place in the oven. Close the
oven door.
2. Rotate the Temperature Knob between 200°F-350°F (90°C-180°C)
position.
3. Rotate the Function Knob to “Warm”.
4. The Timer Knob is the on/off switch. Set the timer to desired cooking
time (up to 60 minutes.)
When the cooking cycle is finished the bell will ring and the electrical
power is automatically turned off.

To stop the cycle at any time, turn the timer counterclockwise to “off”
position and the bell will ring.

CAUTION: Inthis cycle, both the top and bottom heating elements operate
and glow red/ orange, and the top convection fan will work in low speed.



CAUTION: In this cycle, the top heating elements operate and glow red/
orange, and the top convection fan will work in high speed.

Toasting

1. Open the Oven Door and place the bread on the Frying basket up to 6
slices.

—Remove the Baking Pan at first.

2. Rotate the Function knob to “Bake/Toast’, rotate the temperature knob
to“Toast/230C"

3. The Timer knob is the on/off Switch.

Choose your Crust preference by adjusting the Timer knob clockwise to
select light, medium or dark. To test the toasting of your type of bread, we
suggest to start at medium setting as bread varies according to humidity,
thickness and texture. Each type of bread will toast differently according
to these properties.

When the toast cycle is finished the bell will ring and the electrical power
is automatically turned off.

To stop the cycle at any time, turn the timer counterclockwise to “off”
position and the bell will ring.

6 slices will be lighter than 1 slice-adjust Timer accordingly.
Place 1 slice of bread in center of frying basket, 6 slices side by side

CAUTION: Inthis cycle, both the top and bottom heating elements operate
and glow red/ orange, and the top convection fan will work in low speed.

Baking

1. Place the food on the Baking Pan and then place the pan in the oven.
Close the oven door.

NOTE-We suggest to always preheat the oven at this setting before placing
the food inside.

2. Rotate the Temperature Knob to the desired temperature.
3. Rotate the Function Knob to “Bake/Toast".

4. The Timer Knob is the on/off switch. Set the timer to desired cooking
time (up to 60 minutes.)

When the cooking cycle is finished the bell will ring and the electrical
power is automatically turned off.

To stop the cycle at any time, turn the timer counterclockwise to “off”
position and the bell will ring.

CAUTION: In this cycle, both the top and bottom heating elements operate
and glow red/ orange, and the top convection fan will work in low speed.

This Toaster Oven/ Air-Fryer is equipped with all the options of a full-size
oven in a countertop appliance; it can use for air-fry, toasts, bakes, warms
and broils,

initial start up operation may result in minimal smell and smoke

from factory.

Place the food on the Frying Basket and then place the frying basket in
the oven. Close the oven door.

Rotate the Function knob to “Air Fry”, rotate the temperature knob
between 350°F-450°F (180°C-230°C)

The Timer Knob is the on/off switch. Set the timer to desired cooking
time (up to 60 minutes.)

When the cooking cycle is finished the bell will ring and the electrical
power is automatically turned off.

To stop the cycle at any time, turn the timer counterclockwise to “off”
position and the bell will ring.



13. To disconnect, turn any control to “off’, then remove plug from wall
outlet.

14. Warning: Potential injury from misuse.

15. Oversize foods, metal foil packages, or utensils must not be inserted in
a toaster oven as they may involve a risk of fire or electric shock.
