. Maintenance
1. Change the dust bag: when the dust full indicator turns red or loss of
suction is noticed, it is time to clear the dust bag or replace with a new bag.
(Fig 15)
e Open the front cover by touching front cover button. (Fig 16)
e Take out the bag holder then remove the full dust bag. (Fig 17)

Installing the dust bag: insert the dust bag into the bag holder and then
put it in the slot cabinet. (Fig 18)

Note: If the dust bag is not installed, the front cover can't be closed

2. Inlet filter: clean the filter with warm water and allow to dry fully before
placing back into the unit. (Fig 19)

Replacing the inlet filter: clip down and remove the inlet cover, remove
and replace with a suitable filter.  (Fig 20)

3. Cleanthe outlet filter: open the outlet cover and take out the HEPA frame
and filter. Wash it and install it after the filter has fully dried.(Fig 21/22)

To set the desired power setting, press the “+” button(increase vacuum power) or
the “~" button(reduce the vacuum power) several times until the desired setting
lights up on the vacuum power display.

Speed control handle operation method

The remote has three buttons can be used to operating a vacuum cleaner, with
“+"and “-" button can adjust the size of the suction of vacuum cleaner(Fig d , Fig
e), with a button on the product can be switch to standby mode(Fig f).

. Operation Methods

1. Before first use

(Fig 2) , Connect the metal tube to the curved end of the
hose. (Fig 3)

3. Connect different nozzle tools to the tube for different cleaning
purposes: floor brush (adjusted to the type of ground) for carpet or hard
floor (Fig 4);crevice nozzle for sofa, wall surface, curtain ,corner of space
between furniture and etc. (Fig 5) The round brush and crevice tool is stored
in the accessory compartment , Press the release button of the accessory
cover, the accessory cover is open automatically, then take the round
brush and crevice tool out of the accessory compartment ; After using
the round brush or crevice tool, place the round brush or crevice tool in
the appointed place of compartment. (Fig 10). The vacuum cleaner is now
ready for using .
