Please read the instruction manual carefully before using for first time
and save it for future reference.

. Important safety instructions

1. Please read this manual carefully before operating this product.

2. Before connecting the product to the power supply, make sure the volt-
age indicated on the samovar corresponds with the voltage in your home.
If this is not the case, contact with your dealer and do not use the kettle.

3. Do not operate the samovar without water to avoid damaging the heat
elements.

4. Unplug from the outlet when not in use.

5. Do not let the cord hang over edge of table counter or touch hot sur-
face.

6. Do not place on or near the hot gas or electric burner or in a heated
oven.

7. Should you accidentally allow the samovar to operate without water,
the boil-dry protection will automatically switch off. If this should occur,
allow the samovar to cool down before infusing cold water and re-boiling.

8. Ensure the samovar is used on a firm and flat surface where the children
can't touch, to prevent the appliance from overturning orhurt person.

9. To protect against a fire, electric shock or personal injury, do not im-
merse cord, electric plug or samovar in water or other liquids.

10. Do not pour the boiling water too rapidly but carefully and slowly to
prevent scalding due to the spill of boiling water.

11. Be careful when opening the lid to infuse water when the samovar is
hot.

12. Close supervision is necessary when samovar is used by or near chil-
dren.

13. Do not touch the hot surface. Use the handle or button.

14. Extreme caution must be used when moving the samovar or tea pot
containing hot water.

15.The samovar is not a toy, keep it on the place where the children can
not reach.

16. The use of attachments that are not recommended by manufacturer



may result in fire, electric shock or personal injury.

17. While boiling water, avoid to contact with steam from the samovar
when water is boiling or just after it has switched off. Do not be anxious
to uncover the lid.

18. Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning; Allow it to
cool before putting on or taking off parts and before cleaning the appli-
ance.

19. Always ensure the lid is closed and do not lift it while the water is boil-
ing. Scalding may occur if the lid is removed during the brewing cycles.

20.If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer
or its service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid hazard.

21.Do not use the samovar for other than intended use.

22.The samovar can only use with the stand provided.

23.If the glass container is overfilled, boiling water may be ejected.
24.Do not use the samovar outdoors.

25.This samovar is not intended for use by persons (including children)
with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience
and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliances by a person responsible for their safety.

26. Children should be supervised by ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

27.This samovar is intended to be used in household and similar applica-
tions such as:

- Staff kitchen areas in ships, offices and other working environments;
- Farm houses;

-By clients in hotels motels and other residential type environments;
- Bed and breakfast type environments.

. How to use

Before initial use

If you are using the samovar for the first time, it's recommended that you
clean your samovar before use by boiling full 3L water twice and then dis-
carding the water.

. Operation

1. Open the lid and infuse the desired amount of water into 3L glass con-
tainer of samovar. Always infuse the water between the minimum and
3L maximum marks. Too little water will result the samovar switching off
before the water has boiled.

NOTE: Do not fill the water over the maximum level, as water may spill
out of the spout when boiling. Ensure that the lid is firmly in place be-
fore connection the power card to the outlet.

2. Take the glass tea pot on top of samovar, cover with lid, connect the
plug into power outlet, press the on/off button” @ "on right side of sam-
ovar, the red lights inside 3L glass container will light up which indicate the
samovar starts to work.

3.When water boiling, three Bl sound to indicate the samovar have been
entered into keep warm mode automatically. The indication light will be
changed from red to blue.

4. Put tea bag or tea leaf that you like into filter of glass tea pot, infuse the
boiling water into glass tea pot through the tap. When tea pot is kept on
the top of samovar (working mode), the temperature of water inside tea
pot will reach on or above 80X.

5. The samovar will be cut off automatically after 3 hours when it enter into
keep warm mode.

6. After some time of keeping warm, there is much steam under the bot-
tom of tea pot, wipe the steam at one direction until the steam is clean
before pouring out the tea.

7. Infuse the cold water into 3L glass container when the water comes less,
the water will be reheated with red light indication inside 3L glass contain-
er, then turn blue when samovar enter into keep warm mode again.



NOTE: Ensure power supply is turned off when the samovar is not in
use.

. Boil-dry protect

If you operate the samovar accidentally at the state of water free, protec-
tion against dry boiling will automatically cut off the power. If you need to
boil water under this situation, please pour water into glass tank after the
samovar is cooled down.

. Cleaning & maintenance

Always disconnect the appliance from the power outlet before cleaning.

Never immerse the samovar or cord into water, or allow moisture to con-
tact with these parts.
. Removal of mineral deposit

The mineral substances from tap water are possible to deposit at the bot-
tom of glass container, which will result in grime and then influence the
service performance of appliance. So please remove the grime or scale
from the glass container regularly. Please use scale remover and refer to
its instruction manual to remove the grime or scale. In addition, you can
also remove the grime or scale with white vinegar according to following
methods:

1. Infuse 3 cups of white vinegar into 3L glass container, then add water till
the mixture of vinegar and water fully immerse the sediment in the glass
container, ;marinate all night, do not boil.

2. Empty the mixture in container, infuse purified water into the glass con-
tainer to maximum scale, and discard the water after it's’ boiling. Repeat
this operation for several times till there is no smell.

. Cleaning appearance of housing

Wipe the outside of samovar with a damp & soft cloth.

. Cleaning the filter

Clean the filter regularly and wipe it with soft brush or wild & damp cloth.
CAUTION: Do not use chemical, steel, wooden or abrasive cleaners to
clean the outside of samovar. Never use a poisonous cleaner to clean
the product.



. Storage

When not in use, wipe and dry the samovar before storage, loop the power
cord around the cord storage.
