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9. Scrape along the locating slot of rolling brush with blade (see Fig.19) to
cut the hair and clean, then install the Floor brush well in position, after it,

fasten the Release button of rolling brush.

10. It is suggested that the Dust cup shall be cleaned in time after working
each time. The HEPA filter shall be cleaned or replaced when it is blocked
by too much dust.For ensuring the efficiency of Vacuum Cleaner, the
rolling brush shall be cleaned after being used for a long time as it will be

wound by hair etc.
