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. Removal of mineral deposit

The mineral substances from tap water are possible to deposit at the bottom of glass
container, which will result in grime and then influence the service performance of
appliance. So please remove the grime or scale from the glass container regularly.
Please use scale remover and refer to its instruction manual to remove the grime
or scale. In addition, you can also remove the grime or scale with white vinegar
according to following methods:

1. Infuse 3 cups of white vinegar into 3L glass container, then add water till the
mixture of vinegar and water fully immerse the sediment in the glass container,
;marinate all night, do not boil.

2. Empty the mixture in container, infuse purified water into the glass container to
maximum scale, and discard the water after it's’ boiling. Repeat this operation for
several times till there is no smell.

. Cleaning the filter

Clean the filter regularly and wipe it with soft brush or wild & damp cloth.
CAUTION: Do not use chemical, steel, wooden or abrasive cleaners to clean
the outside of samovar. Never use a poisonous cleaner to clean the product.

. Storage

When not in use, wipe and dry the samovar before storage, loop the power cord

around the cord storage.

. Operation

1. Open the lid and infuse the desired amount of water into 3L glass container of
samovar.
